Life Crisis Services Moves To Midtown St. Louis
Life Crisis Services celebrated its 40th anniversary in 2006 and moved into a new home at Provident’s Yalem 

Midtown Office Building, 2650 Olive St. in St. Louis.
The move was a result of the 2003 merger of Life Crisis Services with Provident.  To 

make room for Life Crisis, Provident added an additional 2,500 square feet of new space 
to its headquarters, known as the Yalem Family Life Center.

Life Crisis rented its former location at 1423 S. Big Bend Blvd. in St. Louis, for several 
years.  Its new home features a more efficient Crisis Room, many call-center amenities 

and office and conference areas.

Alliance Looks Towards 10th Anniversary, National Conference In 2007 
It’s been 10 years of partnership, education, awareness, treatment and help for Missouri’s problem gamblers 

and their family members.  In 2007, the Missouri Alliance to Curb Problem Gambling will be celebrating its 
10th anniversary in big ways.  

The most significant event in 2007 will be the 21st Annual Conference on Problem Gambling Prevention, 
Research, Recovery and Treatment from June 8-10 in Kansas City.  The Alliance, along with the Midwest 
Consortium will be hosting this national event.

“Several years ago members of the Alliance began looking into ways it could bring the National Council on 
Problem Gambling’s annual conference to Missouri,” said Keith Spare, chairman of the Alliance.  “We feel that 
this accomplishment speaks well for Missouri’s problem gambling 
programs, as well as the entire Midwest Consortium’s efforts to 
provide exceptional training for our region.”

Spare said the national conference will give Missouri the 
opportunity to highlight some of its programs.

“We have individuals from throughout the state who will be 
presenting at the national conference,” he said.

  Also in 2007, problem gambling questions will be included on the 
2007 Missouri Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance System (BRFSS) 
provided through the Missouri Department of Health and Senior 
Services.  The Missouri Alliance helped to secure placement of these 
questions on the current survey, with results expected in June 2008.    
The Alliance last participated in the survey in 2004.
